· Planners/Agendas or another way to track assignments, quizzes, tests and due dates

Classroom Expectations:

· When you walk into the classroom, you are expected to be respectful at all times toward the teacher, other students and all classroom items
· Come to class, every day, ready to work with supplies needed (notebook, textbook, pencils, completed homework, agenda, etc.)
· If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get the notes, homework, handouts, quizzes, etc. from your classmates or the crate in the back of the classroom. Academic Coaching is for questions not teaching.  If you need extra help I am available before school, or in RTI periodically after school
· It is the student’s responsibility to track their progress; i.e. missing assignments, make up quizzes, etc. Grades are kept up to date on StudentConnect and ParentConnect
· Absolutely NO gum, food, candy, drinks other than water will be allowed in the classroom at any time! We are in a train car, and have animals. Please leave your cellphone at home. If I see your phone/iPod/mp3 player and ask you to put it away, and you choose to not follow directions, you can get it back from Ms. Williams at the end of the day
Homework:

Homework will be assigned every class period and is worth 25% of your final grade. You are expected to complete every problem assigned and show ALL necessary work. Most work will be graded for accuracy but you have that entire unit to make any and all corrections to raise your grade if you choose to do so. 

Late Work:

Homework is assigned at the time it is assigned for a reason. It will be very difficult to keep up with the class if you do not complete homework on time. Any late work will be worth 50% of the points and will absolutely not be accepted after the test is taken on the material. Absent work will be accepted for full credit with an excused absence and is due in ONE class period for each excused absent day. This goes for homework not done when you walk in the door, left at home, in your locker/car, eaten by a pet shark, etc. 

Quizzes:

Quizzes are 20% of your final grade and will be worth the points indicated on the quiz. Some quizzes will be worth more than others. These scores are not weighted.

Tests:

Each unit will have one test which is cumulative of all material covered in that unit.  Students are expected to master each unit in order to pass this course.  Tests will count as 35% of your grade for each trimester and your final exam will count as 20% of your trimester grade, covering the material covered that trimester. Unit test corrections are only available for students who have turned in 100% of their homework for that unit. Instructions for this will be discussed after the first unit test.

Absences:

If you are absent it is your responsibility to obtain the materials missed during class. For every day that you are absent, you will have ONE day to make up assignments; otherwise you will receive a zero for these assignments. If a quiz or test was scheduled for the day after you miss, you will still be required to take the assessment the day that you return. I suggest finding a dependable person in the class to call or email if you are absent.

Tardies:

Class begins at the time stated at the beginning of the school year. If you are late because you are with another teacher, please bring me a note from them, or have them email me. If you need to use the restroom, you must FIRST check in with me.

Academic Coaching:

Academic Coaching is for questions not teaching, but it is a great opportunity to catch up on missing work or receive extra help. I am more than willing to provide any extra help needed, but it is your responsibility to come and see me.. I don’t know if you need help if you don’t ask for it. Make sure you ask me for a pass to my room to avoid an overly crowded AC.
